A LOVE PROBLEM
·1 Kings 3:3, And Solomon loved the LORD , walking in 

the statutes of David his father: only he sacrificed and 
burnt incense in high places.

·1 Kings 11:1-2, But king Solomon loved many strange 
women , together with the daughter of Pharaoh, women of 
the Moabites, Ammonites, Edomites, Zidonians, and 
Hittites ; Of the nations concerning which the LORD said 
unto the children of Israel, Ye shall not go in to them, 
neither shall they come in unto you: for surely they will 
turn away your heart after their gods: Solomon clave unto 
these in love .



II. THE PROCESS: POINTS OF ENTRY
A.  THE COMPROMISES

1 Kings 3:1, And Solomon made affinity with 
Pharaoh king of Egypt, and took Pharaoh's 
daughter, and brought her into the city of David, 
until he had made an end of building his own 
house, and the house of the LORD, and the wall 
of Jerusalem round about .
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B.  THE CONFUSION
The Issue of Who is Your Enemy?

1 Kings 9:16, For Pharaoh king of Egypt had gone up, 
and taken Gezer, and burnt it with fire, and slain 
the Canaanites that dwelt in the city, and given it 
for a present unto his daughter, Solomon's wife.

C. THE CONFLICT/CONTENTION
The Issue of Holiness

1 Kings 7:8 And his house where he dwelt had another court 
within the porch, which was of the like work. Solomon 
made also an house for Pharaoh's daughter, whom he had 
taken to wife, like unto this porch .

2 Chronicles 8:11 And Solomon brought up the daughter of 
Pharaoh out of the city of David unto the house that he had 
built for her: for he said, My wife shall not dwell in the 
house of David king of Israel, because the places are 
holy , whereunto the ark of the LORD hath come.



D. THE CORROSION 
Caving in to the World/Flesh/Devil 
1 Kings 11:3, And he had seven hundred wives, 

princesses, and three hundred concubines: and 
his wives turned away his heart.

Kings 11:4, For it came to pass, when Solomon was 
old , that his wives turned away his heart after 
other gods: and his heart was not perfect with 
the LORD his God, as was the heart of David his 
father.
